Preparing Brownfields for
Redevelopment

The challenge for managing stormwater on
brownfield sites is coordinating the cleanup while
mitigating the impervious surface conditions;
each can negatively impact local waterways.

Unlike many conventional developments,
Impervious footprints on brownfields cannot
always be minimized through site designs that

Incorporate more porous surfaces to allow for
Infiltration

A Infiltration on a brownfield site with soluble pollutants
may introduce additional pollutant loads to
groundwater and nearby surface waters.
